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Chapter One

Amusements

Section 1 Billiards, Bowling Alleys and Shooting Galleries

A.

No person, firm or corporation shall operate, maintain or conduct a billiard
or pool table, bowling alley, or shooting gallery, open to the public without
first having secured a license therefore, as herein provided.

The fees for such licenses shall be as follows:

1. For billiard or pool tables, Thirty-five ($35.00) Dollars per year for
each table.

2. For pin or bowling alleys, Thirty-five ($35.00) Dollars per year for
each alley.

3. For shooting galleries, Thirty-five ($35.00) Dollars per year.
It shall be unlawful for any proprietor of any hall or premises licensed

hereunder to permit any gambling or betting of any kind or form in said hall
or upon said premises.

Section 2 Theaters

A.

No person, firm or corporation either as owner, lessee, manager or agent
shall present or offer any entertainment which is regularly given, produced
or offered in a theater or show house for gain without first having secured
a license therefore, as herein provided, however, that no license fee shall
be charged of any properly organized and established religious, fraternal,
political, labor or other organization or society who shall produce, present,
conduct, operate or offer any or said classes of entertainments for
charitable or benevolent purposes only, or for the benefit of their own
organization or society.

The fee to be charged for a license to produce, present, or offer any of the
foregoing entertainments shall be One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars per
year.

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to show or exhibit or
cause to be shown or exhibited, any moving picture which is immoral or
obscene.
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Section 3 Electronic Table Games, Slot Machines and Music Boxes

A.

It shall be unlawful to maintain or expose for public use any table or
electronic games operated with a slug or coin or for the use of which a fee
is charged, without first having obtained a license therefore.

1. The annual fee for such license shall be Thirty-five ($35.00) Dollars.

2. As used in this section the term "table game" shall mean and
include any devise, whether controlled by skill or chance, for the
operation of a game, pastime or contest by the manipulation of a
marble, sphere, or of objects or figures, or by controlling the
movements of the same or setting them in motion by mechanical
means.

It shall be unlawful to maintain or expose for public use any slot machine,
operated with a slug or coin, for the use or operation of which a fee is
charged, without having first obtained a license therefore.

1. The annual fee for such license shall be Thirty-five ($35.00) Dollars.

2. As used in this section the term "slot machine" shall mean and
include any device not a gambling device, operated by means of
slugs or coins, which shows pictures, numbers or symbols, singly or
in combination, as a result of operation.

It shall be unlawful to maintain or expose for public use any phonograph,
jute box, music box or other apparatus or devise used for playing,
reproducing or transmitting a transcription or recording of sound, which is
operated with a slug or coin, or for use of which a fee is charged, without
having first obtained a license therefore.

1. The annual fee for such license shall be Thirty-five ($35.00) Dollars.

Section 4  Applications

A.

Applications for licenses issued pursuant to this Chapter shall be made in
writing to the Village Clerk, who shall refer applications to the Village
Board for approval.
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Such applications shall state the intended location of the business and the
number of tables, alleys, machines or games to be operated on the
premises.

If it shall appear that the person or persons applying for such license shall
be of good character and that all the provisions of this Chapter shall have
been fulfilled, the Village Board shall grant a license to said applicant on
the terms and conditions stated to be issued by the Village Clerk.

The Village Clerk may grant a renewal of any license issued hereunder
when compliance is made with all the provisions of this Chapter.

If the location at which it is desired to offer any of the entertainments
licensed hereunder, is not a fit and proper place or building and not in
compliance with the ordinances of the Village relating to said place or
building or the person making application is not of good moral character,
the Village Board may refuse to grant a license and the Village Clerk may
refuse to renew said license.

The license year shall begin on May 1st of each year and terminate on
April 30 of the following year.

1. If the license is granted during the license year, the fee for the
balance of the year shall be pro-rated.
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Scrap Metal Wholesale Dealers

Section 1 Necessity for License

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to engage in the
business of a scrap metal wholesale dealer without first obtaining a
license to engage in such business.

Section 2 Application

A.

Applications for such license shall be made in writing to the Village Clerk.

Such application shall state thereon the name of the business, the owners,
whether sole proprietorship, partnership or corporation, and the address of
the business and the address of the owners.

The application shall indicate the nature of the scrap metal operation
intended to be carried on by the applicant.

Such applicant must agree to abide by the Zoning Ordinance use area
regulations pertaining to the applicant's operation.

Section 3 Fees (revised: Ord. 2000-4-3)

A.

The fee for such license shall be the sum of Forty Dollars ($40.00) per
year.

Any person, firm or corporation operating without a license shall be
operating illegally.

The license year shall begin on May 1st of each year and terminate on
April 30 of the following year.

ARTICLE FOUR
LICENSES AND PERMITS

Chapter Three Refuse and Garbage Haulers

Section 1 Necessity for License

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in the business of collecting,
hauling, or transporting through the streets or alleys or public ways of the
Village of Pecatonica, any ashes, garbage, rubbish, tin cans, offal refuse,
noncombustible items, bones, or any debris or waste of any sort, without
first obtaining a license to engage in such business.

Section 2 Applications

A.

Applications for such a license shall be made in writing to the Village
Clerk.

Such application shall state thereon the name of the business, the owners,
whether incorporated, sole proprietorship or partnership, and the address
of the business and of the owners.

The application shall indicate the nature of the hauling operation intended
to be carried on by the applicant.

All applicants must verify that they have enclosed trucks or vehicles.

1. All such trucks or vehicles must at all times be in good operating
condition.
2. No applicant hauler shall cause or permit any truck or vehicle to be

so loaded or so improperly managed, that any garbage, refuse, or
miscellaneous waste of any nature shall drop or fall on any public
street or alley, or other place.

3. All trucks or vehicles shall be properly washed at reasonable times
in order to mitigate noxious odors.

Applicants must provide certificates of liability and other insurance
coverage to the Village Clerk, satisfactory to the Village Board of Trustees.

The issuance of this license in no manner indicates approval of the
applicant or his business operation by the Village Clerk, by the President,
or by the Village Board of Trustees.
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Section 3 Conditions for Granting License

A.

Each applicant must agree to pick up and haul away to a properly
approved dump or land fill, all ashes, garbage, rubbish, tin cans, offal
refuse, noncombustible items, bones, or any debris or waste of any sort,
from the premises or land of any private dwelling house or private
residence, at least once each week during the year, and from hotels,
motels, restaurants, eating places, schools, and hospitals, at least a
minimum of three times a week.

To provide at least two scheduled general clean ups or pick ups each
year, within the Village.

To service all persons, firms, or corporations engaging in any other
business activity, not specifically enumerated, on a daily or weekly basis,
as may be appropriate.

Section 4 Enforcement

A.

The Superintendent of Streets and Alleys, or Superintendent of Water and
Sewer Works, shall ascertain whether the provisions of this Article are
complied with and shall report from time to time to the Village Board of
Trustees.

Section 5 Fees (revised: 4-5-88)

The fee for such license shall be Fifty Dollars ($50.00) per year.

Any person, firm or corporation operating without such a license shall be
operating illegally.

The license year shall begin on May 1st of each year and terminate on
April 30 of the following year.
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
