INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT REGARDING THE
COLLECTIONS OF FEES, FINES, COSTS AND PENALTIES
IN TRAFFIC AND ORDINANCE VIOLATION CASES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this [ét day of . %44 yoee , 2010, by

and between the County of Winnebago, Illinois, a body politic, hereinafter referred to as the
"County", and the Village of Pecatonica, Illinois, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred
to as the “Village.”

WHEREAS, the Clerk of the Circuit Court for the County collects and distributes all fees,
fines, costs and penalties imposed by the courts in traffic and ordinance violation cases; and

WHEREAS, the State’s Attorney for the County has the duty to enforce the collection of all
fines, costs and penalties owed to the County and to the State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, the Village has an interest in the enforcement and collection of all fees, fines,
costs and penalties that are owed to the Village for traffic and ordinance violations committed
within its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the State’s Attorney, with the cooperation of the Chief Judge of the Seventeenth
Judicial Circuit and the Clerk of the Circuit Court have established a Fine Compliance Court
to actively pursue and collect fines, costs and penalties owed to the Village for traffic and
ordinance violations owed it; and

WHEREAS, the State’s Attorney will provide all staffing of the Fine Compliance Court and
will draft any documents necessary for the court call; and

WHEREAS, in order to collect the financial penalties imposed by the courts in traffic and
ordinance violation cases prosecuted by the Village Prosecutor in a manner that is the least
costly to the taxpayers, it is in the best interests of the citizens of the Village and the County
that they enter into this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the parties are authorized to enter into this Agreement pursuant to the authority
of the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 ILCS 220/1, et seq.) and the Constitution of the
State of Illinois (Article 7; Section 10; 1970).

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED by the County and the Village as
follows:

Section 1. DEFINITIONS

For the purposes of this Agreement, the words and phrases listed hereunder have the
meanings designated herein except when a particular context clearly requires a different

meaning:

“Circuit Clerk” means the Clerk of the Circuit Court for the County of
Winnebago.

“Village” means the Village of Pecatonica, an Illinois municipal corporation.
“County” means the County of Winnebago, Illinois, a body politic.

“County Board” means the County Board of the County of Winnebago.
“FCC” means Fine Compliance Court.

“SAO” means the Office of the Winnebago County State’s Attorney.
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Section 2. PURPOSES AND OBJECTIVES

The purpose of the Agreement is to have the SAQO prosecute cases in the FCC wherein
the defendant has failed to pay fees, fines, costs and penalties that are owed to the Village for
traffic and ordinance violations committed within its jurisdiction.

Section 3. AUTHORITY

The Village and the County are each units of local government as defined by Article
VII, Section 1 of the Constitution of the State of Illinois. This Agreement is entered into by
the Village and the County pursuant to the authority of the Intergovernmental Cooperation
Act (5 ILCS 220/1, et seq.) and the Constitution of the State of Illinois (Article 7; Section 10;
1970).

Section 4. COUNTY RESPONSIBILITIES

The County, through the SAO, will prepare and send notices of hearing and petitions
to vacate court supervision as necessary for all unpaid Village traffic and ordinance violations
on or before the return date for such payments as set by the traffic court. The SAO will
provide a prosecutor for the FCC return dates, and the Village need not provide a municipal
prosecutor for the FCC. Should it become necessary to prosecute a petition to vacate in traffic
court after the defendant’s appearance in FCC, the SAO will provide a prosecutor to
prosecute the petition, and the Village need not provide a municipal prosecutor for that
purpose in traffic court.

The County will provide quarterly reports containing the following information:

The total number of cases for the municipality that were on the Fine Collection call
during the period.

The amount of fines collected between the original appearance in traffic court and the
return date for fine collection court.

The amount of fines collected on the return date in fine collection court.

The amount of fines turned over to the collection agency after the return date in
collection court.



The number of petitions to vacate court supervision filed on behalf of the municipality
in court during the time period.

The number of defendants who appeared on the return dates.

The number of defendants who failed to appear on return dates.

The number of court supervisions vacated.

The number of court supervisions denied and set for hearing.

The number of court supervision hearings prosecuted on behalf of the municipality.
In addition, until October, 2010, the number of petitions to vacate court supervision filed, the
number of supervisions vacated, the number of defendants sent petitions, the number of
defendants who paid prior to the court appearance, the number of defendants who failed to
appear, the amount of fines collected after the petitions were mailed, and the amount of fines

collected at the petition call.

Section S. VILLAGE RESPONSIBILITIES

The Village shall continue to prosecute traffic and ordinance violations committed
within its jurisdiction. The Village agrees to participate in financing the operation of the
prosecution of collection in the FCC through a contribution of ten percent (10%) of all funds
collected by the SAO or the Clerk of the Circuit Court through prosecution in the FCC of
unpaid fees, fines, costs and penalties that are owed to the Village for traffic and ordinance
violations committed within its jurisdiction. This percentage will be reviewed annually. The
contribution percentage shall be based upon all the payment of any fees, fines, costs and
penalties that are owed to the Village for traffic and ordinance violations committed within its
jurisdiction that are made after the SAO or the Circuit Clerk has sent a notice of a delinquent
fine to a defendant or after a defendant has appeared in FCC pursuant to such a notice or a
return date on the original order disposing of the underlying matter in traffic court.

Section 6. NOTICE

Any notice required under this Agreement shall for the Village be directed to the
Village Clerk, 405 Main St., PO Box 730, Pecatonica, Illinois 61063, and for the County to
the Civil Division of the State’s Attorney’s Office at 400 West State Street, Suite 804,
Rockford, Illinois 61101.

Section 7. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon written notice of a
termination date provided to the other party at least ninety (90) days prior to the date of such
termination. In the event this Agreement is terminated, the Circuit Clerk shall provide to the
Village a list of all collection cases scheduled for FCC. The Village shall be responsible for
rescheduling those cases in traffic court on one of its regularly scheduled traffic court calls



and shall become responsible for providing a municipal prosecutor to pursue the collection,
and the State’s Attorney shall have no further responsibility in the collection process on
behalf of the Village.

Section 8. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Agreement shall be effective upon execution by both parties and shall continue
to remain in effect unless terminated by either party as provided in paragraph 7 above.

Section 9. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS

This Agreement represents the entire and integrated agreement between the parties
and supercedes and replaces any previous agreement, written or oral. None of the provisions
of this Agreement may be waived, changed or modified except by an instrument in writing
signed by both parties hereto.

Section 10. EXTENT OF THE AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall be perpetual until the County or the Village notifies the other in
writing ninety (90) days in advance of a desire to end this agreement.

IN WITNESS WHEREOQF, the County of Winnebago, by Resolution duly adopted by
the County Board causes this Agreement to be signed by its Chairman and attested to by its
County Clerk on this day of ,2010.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Village of Pecatonica, by Ordinance or Resolution
duly adopted by the Village Board causes this Agreement to be signed by its President and
attested to by its Village Clerk on this /s¢ day of ( ;‘ﬂ . , 2010.
